It should be noted however, that Baptist
Health is completely non-denominational and
serves a variety of individuals from various reli-
gious, non-religious and spiritual affiliations.

The Baptist Health System Foundation was
founded in May of 1985 to serve as the fundraising
arm for the organization.

Through it’s efforts, and generosity of those who
support it, the foundation has created several
worthwhile programs including scholarship funds
for high school seniors and returning education
students interesting in pursuing careers in health
care. Many other programs have been created and
implemented, and will continue to be, that con-
tribute to improving the quality of our residents
and their families lives.
